
Guidelines to search for a respective course on website. 

Not finding the course you are looking for?  

 

1. As you land onto the homepage, Click the stream you are studying in. for eg: Arts. 

 

 

 

2. Once you click on Arts you will be navigated to the course page i.e. 

 

 

 



3. If you are looking for a particular course in ARTS stream, for e.g., Economics, you can do this 

in two ways 

a. You can use search box on the top of this page to directly search by course name for 

example, Indian Economy (this course belongs to economics). 

 

 

b. Or you can use Refine search button on left hand side top corner. 

 

c. This option will help you to breakdown your search using different parameters.

4. List by Subject  
This option allows you to search a particular course belonging to a particular subject 

For Example. When you search using subject and select History, all the courses belonging to

5. List by Program 

This feature allows you to search based on the program for example, Bachelor of Arts,

6. List by Semester
